LITERACY
The What:

Students need the opportunity to connect reading, writing and media literacy to real
world equity issues and need the opportunity to work in a small group to meet their

individiial laarnina naadc

The How:

1. Students will use digital tools such a Google Classroom
and Google Read and Write Gold to access a variety of
different texts and learn more about world equity issues.

2. Student will be provided with feedback from their
teacher and peers to improve their thinking and application
skills.

3. Students will be working in small groups working on
areas of need in reading and writing with the teacher.

Equity and inclusion focus in support of literacy goal

Students will see their identity represented in their learning
through the books that are being read in class, the
learning space that is created and talking about world
issues related to equity. Use non-fiction texts that are
current, inclusive and represent our class

Well-being focus in support of literacy goal

Students will build relationships with their teachers and
connect with them in a small group to target specific areas
of need in reading or writing.

We will use programs such as Readworks.org to assign
grade level text with higher interest levels. This allows all
students to interact with text and be more engaged.

Leveraging digital focus in support of literacy goal

Students will use Google classroom to create and submit
their written work allowing for teachers and peers to
provide immediate feedback so students can improve
upon their thinking skills.

Implement Ted Talks, digital stories, videos, Newsela in
order to support literacy.
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NUMERACY
The What:

Students are working on enhancing their problem solving skills when solving multi-step problems
with a focus on thinking and application skills. They are working on making connections between

THémHow:'

1. Students will be able to use more than one strategy when solving
a problem and explain their thinking

2. Students will use math tools (i.e. base ten blocks, linking cubes,
pattern blocks, number lines etc.) to show and explain their thinking.

Equity and inclusion focus in support of numeracy goal

All students will be able to access problem solving tasks by being
given problems that are at their level and using tools that assist
them with visualizing and solving the problem.

Well-being focus in support of numeracy goal

The physical environment of the classroom is flexible in order to
allow students to move around the room and openly dialogue with
their peers and share their thinking related to problem solving
strategies.

Leveraging digital focus in support of numeracy goal

Students will use digital learning tools such as mathies
(https://www.mathies.ca/) in order to represent their thinking in
multiple ways when solving problems.

We will use Google classroom, remind, twitter, or brightspace to
provide timely descriptive feedback to students. We will provide exit
tickets to students using Google Forms in order to determine next
steps and intervention strategies.
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
